Types of Competitions and Social Activities offered at the Club:

The Club asks that all players who nominate for a club competition are making a commitment to that competition and attempt to play as many games as they possibly can. This makes it much fairer for teammates, opposition players and the organizing committee. 
SATURDAY AFTERNOON TEAM PENNANT:

Spring competition: starts on Saturday 11 October and concludes on Saturday 20 December.

Summer Competition: starts on Saturday 10 January and concludes on Saturday 28 March. There will be no competition play on the weekends of the Myrtleford Show, Australia Day or Labour Day.
Players will be graded to ensure a high and even standard of tennis. 

All new players are encouraged to attend a grading afternoon prior to the competition starting.

SATURDAY JUNIORS:
Spring competition: starts on Saturday 11 October and concludes on Saturday 20 December. The Club Junior championships will be scheduled for a weekend in late November or early December
Summer Competition: starts on Saturday 31 January and concludes on Saturday 28 March. There will be no competition play on the weekends of the Myrtleford Show, Australia Day or Labour Day.
All juniors are graded into teams and the number of players who enter determines the format. 
Parents are required to help in a supervisory capacity. Play starts at 8.45 am sharp. 
BEGINNER COACHING:
The Myrtleford Lawn Tennis Club conducts an intensive coaching program ( Hot Shots ) for beginners and intermediate players on a Saturday morning. Details regarding the 2014 -15 program will be released through the schools and the Myrtleford Times. 
LADIES COMPETITION:
Spring competition: starts on Thursday 9 October and concludes on Thursday 18 December. 

Summer Competition: starts on Thursday 29 January with the concluding date to be determined.
Players will be graded to ensure a high and even standard of tennis.

TUESDAY TWILIGHT TENNIS:

The very popular twilight tennis will be held starting on Tuesday 15 October and will run for 8 weeks. Places in the competition are restricted.  Non members are welcome to play at a cost of $ 5 per night. Tennis starts at 6.00pm.  A second competition will be held in February and March
CLUB JUNIOR SQUAD

The Club’s development Squad trains every Wednesday afternoon from 5.00pm until 6.30pm. Interested juniors who wish to further their tennis skills with Club coach, Peter Ternes are asked to express their interest with Peter. Applications of interest close on Friday 67 September. The cost for 16 weeks of squad training is $ 100 per player. 

Family social nights are held every Friday night once the grass courts are open. Families are encouraged to come along for tennis and tea with the barbeque and kiosk facilities available. Guests are welcome on these nights. 
The club conducts many social functions throughout the season. These include barbecues on a Saturday night, trivia nights, wine tasting evenings and happy hours after play on a Saturday. 

The grasscourts are available for social play every day unless the “ Court Closed “ sign is posted or the courts are being used for a club-sanctioned event.
